We have prepared a brief sum-
mary of the new welfare reform system
that was signed into law by Governor
Pataki in late August. It addresses primar-
ily the Safety Net Assistance feature of the
new law which is most applicable to per-
sons with mental illness, particularly the
disability program. Many issues remain
unclear including how effectively the new
system will operate. The Coalition contin-
ues to seek answers to outstanding ques-
tions and will monitor the development of
new regulations. You may request a copy

Welfare and People with Mental IllnessWelfare and People with Mental Illness

The Coalition has been active in
the Children=s Mental Health Advisory
Workgroup of the State Office of Mental
Health, which has been meeting on the
potential formation of Special Needs
Plans in New York for seriously emotion-
ally disturbed children and adolescents.
In addition, we are a co-founder of the
Children=s Mental Health Alliance of New
York City, which addresses similar is-
sues from a downstate perspective.
SOMH is planning to issue a combined
Request for Information/Draft RFP for
such SNPs, which will be voluntary at
first and will become mandatory after
SOMH=s proposal satisfies the milestone
process of the federal Health Care Fi-
nance Administration. The Children and
Adolescent SNP process is behind that of
adults, but SOMH still plans to be ready
for SNP contract signing in 1998.©

Health, Mental Retarda-
tion and Alcoholism Ser-
