rollment services.  Any CBO which
provides health or Medicaid ser-
vices and/or has a direct or indirect
interest in the ownership of an orga-
nization which is a health plan or
health or Medicaid services provider
may contract with MAXIMUS only
for space utilization for outreach
and enrollment activities.  Other
CBOs are eligible to contract also
for staff to conduct educational
sessions, assist consumers in
completing enrollment applica-
tions, assist in training employ-

ees of other CBOs, or arrange for
and conduct other outreach ac-
tivities.  The projected contract
rate is $25 per hour.

New SNP team
Integrated Behavioral Health

Services IPA (IBHS)  and New York
Presbyterian Healthcare Network
have signed a letter of agreement to
apply jointly to become a New York
City mental health special needs
plan. They will respond jointly to an
RFP to establish a Medicaid man-
aged care plan for adults with seri-
ous mental illnesses. “They have a
very good hospital based network
and we have a very good commu-
nity based network so together we
have a good basis for a plan,” said
IBHS President Murray Itzkowitz.©

Independant review law
Early this month Governor

Pataki signed a bill allowing HMO
members access to external re-
views of coverage decisions made
by their insurers. The legislation is
scheduled to go into effect on July
1, 1999.©

GORR upheld narrowly
An appellate court ruled by a

3-2 margin that the New York State
Chapter of the National Association
of Social Workers (NASW) did not
have standing to challenge Gover-
nor Pataki’s Executive Order #20,
which established the Governor’s
Office of Regulatory Reform
(GORR). The order “usurped the
policy-making powers of the legisla-
ture and the role of citizens in
shaping the regulations which flow
from public policy” according to
NASW. Because two justices dis-
sented on a question of law, NASW
and the other plaintiffs are permit-
ted to appeal to the State Court of
Appeals. The appeal of the suit
Rudder et al v. Pataki will likely be
heard early next year.©

Possible viral cause of depression
Reports on the CNN website indi-

cate that scientists have discovered
that there may be a viral cause for
severe depression. Researchers at the
Robert Koch institute in Berlin have
identified the Borna virus as one pos-
sible cause, along with stresses and
genetics, of the illness.

The Borna virus was first identi-
fied in horses in the late 19th century
near the town of Borna, Germany. The
animals got sick, stopped eating,
walked around in circles and in some
cases even took their own lives. The
virus was discovered in the region of
the horses’ brains that controls emo-
tions. Scientists have now discovered
a similar viral strain in humans who
suffer from severe depression.

An anti-viral drug, amantadine,
which is used to treat Parkinson’s dis-
ease, has been found to offer relief to
some sufferers. Clinical trials are now
underway at the Free University of
Berlin. American scientists have indi-
cated that the early results are en-
couraging, but inconclusive. Results
from the first clinical trials in Berlin
are expected later this year.©

F.E.G.S. has opened an Inten-
sive Psychiatric Rehabilitation Pro-
gram (IPRT) for adolescents in Far
Rockaway. The program, located
next to the F.E.G.S. Far Rockaway
Counseling center, is supported by
Reinvestment funds and is the first
adolescent IPRT license issued by
the New York State Office of Mental
